It Seems to Me...

Another newsletter, another article to
write. Not feeling particularly inspired on a  hot
July day, my mind couldn’t settle on any one
topic. So I wondered, what would I find if I
simply opened the Bible and pointed to the
first verse I found? (This is not my regular
mode of operation, but I trust that God often
works in mysterious ways.) I happened to
open the Bible to the first page of the new
testament and read in the book of Matthew,
“... and they shall name him Emmanuel, which
means, God is with us.”

Yes, God is with us! God is with us on
hot summer days. God is with us in the midst
of the fires and the smoke that has consumed
the landscape and caused havoc and pain. God
is with us as we live our daily lives and face
trials and hardships. God is with us when we
feel alone and no longer know where to turn.
God is with us as we celebrate the joys life
also brings. Peace and strength are to be found
in our faith! Alleluia, they named Him
Emmanuel!

I was awed and humbled by this verse.
What I thought was a lighthearted attempt to
seek inspiration for yet another newsletter ar-
ticle turned into a soul-searching moment. This
was a vivid reminder of our Savior’s presence
in my life and in the lives of those around me.
We all need those moments of clarity and as-
surance that God is indeed with us. We need
those moments of joyous surprise, when God
relates to us in very personal ways. Our faith
becomes much more than ordinary and rote.
We can, without hesistation, say, “God is with
me.”

Yes, God is with us...but if I hadn’t

known and learned that since childhood, how
would I discover it and take great meaning from
it? How could it make any sense to me?
Through study? Study of what? Through ex-
perience? Experience of what? Through con-
versation? Conversing with whom and about
what?

These three: study, experience, and con-
versation are certainly what your pastors and
staff intentionally bring to assist the confirma-
tion age youth in their faith development. And
it all centers around the Bible, and the Word
that comes alive through it. God engages, de-
mands, encourages, promises, forgives, reveals
and so very much more.

In 2007, our church in its national ex-
pression at the ELCA church wide assembly
voted to embrace an initiative called Book of
Faith. The bold vision for this five-year initia-
tive is: “That the whole church become more
fluent in the first language of Scripture, in
order that we might live into our calling as a
people renewed, enlivened, empowered, and
sent by the Word.”

Advent’s Christian Education Commit-
tee, more specificaly the Adult planning group,
has intentionally developed a Bible based study
plan for the coming year utilizing the Book of
Faith studies. Through Pastor Katy’s assis-
tance and seminary connections we will host
an extraordinary learning event on September
6th, with Dr. Steed V. Davidson, Assitant Pro-
fessor of Old Testament at our Lutheran Semi-
nary in Berkeley. This year we will have op-
portunity to grow more deeply in our faith  and
share the Word made flesh, Emmanuel, God
with us!
