 From  
     Associate Pastor Katy Grindberg . . .  

I write this from the campus of Pacific Lutheran Theological Seminary, one 
of the many hosts for the Synod Youth Committee ς PLTS ς Rwanda  
Delegation trip in July. It has been a busy week, with more to come! 
 

We began our time together with a meal and a short time of worship and sharing, before sending our 
guests off to rest and recover from jet lag. On Thursday, July 21, the synod youth committee stayed at 
PLTS to plan their retreats for the upcoming year while the Rwandans toured the PLTS campus, Cal  
Berkeley, and the Berkeley Pier ς and tried frozen yogurt for the first time (they were quite skeptical!). 
 

We then hit the road and traveled to Mt. Cross where we hit the ground running with group and trust 
building exercises, before taking to the High Ropes course. Every member of the Rwandan delegation 
went up on the high ropes. They, and many of our own group, dealt with their fear of heights and got up 
on the wire and log 15 feet above the ground! (no, not me ς I played photographer and cheerleader from 
the ground!). 
 

Saturday we spent at the beach in Santa Cruz, doing some beach cleanup, riding the Big Dipper  
Rollercoaster on the Boardwalk and traveling to a beach in Aptos where we saw a school of dolphins and 
many, many, many pelicans. It was an amazing day. 
 

Sunday we worshiped with Lutheran Community Church in Watsonville ς a Spanish-English bilingual  
congregation (appropriate since Watsonville is 75% Hispanic) and then traveled to Fresno. We worshiped 
with the people of Hope Lutheran in Fresno on Sunday night, and then Monday we spent much of the day 
talking agriculture. We were hosted by the Ag Department at Fresno State and learned about wine  
making and growing grapes, pistachios, corn, olives, and many other crops. At lunch we heard about the 
Armenian genocide of 1915, and the similarities between that tragedy and the genocide in Rwanda in 
1994. Very sad. The afternoon included community gardens and a fruit packing plant. A Very Full Day! 
 

Tuesday we went to Yosemite for a very full few hours, and the Rwandans seemed most impressed by
