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FROM | spent the weekend of July 10-12 at a retreat center in Danville, CA attending a
THE workshop on the catechumenate [kat-i-kyoo-muhn-it]. Acommon response to that
comment is "cata-what?" A short answer is that it is an ancient word for instruction
ASSOCIATE in the Christian faith and formation as a disciple of Jesus Christ. In the early years
PASTOB many of the new Christians were adults. Many of them faced a major cha_nge of
life when they joined the Christian church - some had to even change their profes-
sion. We know from early church documents that some artists, all actors and
some teachers were refused entry into the Christian communities. As years
progressed, and most new Christians were children of Christians, the intense adult formation in the faith
fell from use. In the 20th century it found new life as Roman Catholic and Protestant churches again
recognized the need to provide instruction and formation for adult converts or those who have returned to
the faith, and even those who wish to be renewed in their faith.

Adapting the wisdom of the early church to our present needs, the current look of the
catechumenate is a process of faith formation marked by rituals celebrated during community worship.
The entire faith community joins in the process by praying for those in the process and support them as
they are able. Sponsors are chosen from members in the congregation and these people walk the
journey with the catechumens as companions, sounding boards, examples and friends.

At the weekend workshop were representatives of several congregations who are already in-
volved in the catechumenate process, and they spoke passionately about how powerful and transforma-
tive this process has been for all involved.

Will we see this at Advent? Maybe. There will certainly be education about the catechumenate in
upcoming weeks and months, and | encourage you to be attentive to how the Holy Spirit is at work
through this education and in conversations. If you have any questions, please feel free to talk to me...1
am excited about what this could look like at Advent, but am open to what the Holy Spirit and the com-
munity are saying.
