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) The recent decision by the California Supreme Court regarding mar-

riage has sparked a lot of conversation (and controversy) around the
state and the country. The current controversy seems to be centered on
the definition of "marriage”. Within the Church community, we have a
strong voice to add to the conversation - about what marriage is seen as
in our current society, about what God means marriage to be, and how
we, as individual Christians, see our response to both of those ques-

As most of the country, we are unlikely to be of one mind as a commu-

nity around this topic. We all have many different impressions about what

society says, and we often differ from others in what we hear in the biblical withess and in the silence of our

hearts. Outside of a congregation or the Church this can simply be an interesting (or heated) conversation

around the water cooler or at the playground, soccer field or dinner table. Within the Church we are called

to reflect theologically and prayerfully on all topics, and as a congregation we find ourselves kneeling,
praying and singing next to people who do not share our views.

It is within these realities that | offer a wonderful opportunity, the timing of which is especially ripe for
those of us in California. The ELCA has released a draft of the social statement on sexuality that will be
discussed and likely voted on at the 2009 Churchwide Assembly. (The responses to the studies titled
"Journey Together Faithfully” were used to compile this draft social statement.)

The study is about more than marriage, it addresses who we are as sexual beings within sections
entitled: Theological and ethical foundations for understanding sexuality; Sexuality as part of God's cre-
ative activity; Trust at the heart of faith active in love; and Social trust and the common good. Marriage, one
way sexuality is expressed, will certainly be part of the discussion.
