  The Rwandans are coming, the Rwandans are coming! 
 
In July 2011, ten youth and two adults from Rwanda will be traveling to

to Rwanda last year. Unfortunately, no one from Matimba will be on the trip, 
but there hopefully will be opportunities to meet, and hear from, some of the 
youth on the trip. 
 
Two Sacramento churches have sister parish members on the trip and the hope is that there will be at 
least one event where the area sister parishes can come together to hear from these youth about life in 

Rwanda, and what is happening in the Lutheran Church of 
Rwanda and at Rwamagana Lutheran School.  
 
Information will be shared as it becomes available, but in 
the meantime there are a few things you can do: 
 

Pray ς hold these youth and adults in prayer as they          
prepare to travel. Prayers for their visas, the planning        
process and the travel arrangements to all proceed 
smoothly. 

Learn ς educate yourself about Rwanda, the genocide 
and the aftermath; also what is Rwanda like today, 17 years 
after the genocide. Dylan King and I are both happy to talk 
with you, and to share our stories and experiences. There 
are also a number of books and movies that we can                 
recommend.  

Donate ς PLTS has a Lilly grant that is paying for the  
majority of the expenses for the trip, but more fundraising is needed. Advent will host an E-waste 
recycling event in the near future, and the proceeds will go toward this trip, but we can use every 
penny we can raise. If you are able to help, please talk with me, or with Dylan. Your checks can

Dear friends in Christ,  
 

We have all seen the pictures and/or heard news reports about the devastating tornado that 
struck Joplin, Missouri on May 22.   What follows here are some observations by ELCA Central 

States Bishop,  Jerry Mansholt, following a visit to Joplin on Wednesday, May 25.  

  

I got home last night following a trip to Joplin and visit with members of Peace Lutheran  
Church.  Attached are two pictures of the Peace Lutheran building and neighborhood.  

With me were Dan Glamann of my staff and Dan's sister Deb, trained for CERT, Community  
Emergency Response Team.  Also present were  Kevin Massey, Executive Director for Lutheran 

Disaster Relief (LDR), Mike Nevergall, Associate Director LDR, and Maria Maldonaldo, LDR  

Administrative Assistant, and Jim Eckrich, Lutheran Family and Children's Services and LDR State 

Coordinator.   They were all in Kansas 
City for the annual gathering of VOAD, 

Volunteer Organizations Active in  

Disasters.    
 

Earlier in the afternoon we were at a 
meeting with Governor Nixon and other 

religious leaders.   Gov. Nixon has been 

onsite as have been some national FEMA 

officials.   The challenges for Joplin are 
enormous, a community where suddenly 

3,000 homes no longer exist, 500  

no longer exist, a high school and 4  
elementary schools no longer  

exist.   Gov. Nixon, a United Methodist 

member, expressed his own sense of this burden and need for strength from beyond.

School for 2011-2012 will be using a Rotation Model. 
 
If you are not familiar with the Rotation Model, it is a curriculum that pre-
sents a story or theme for several weeks running. There are various

The hope is that through 
these different activities, the children will develop deeper          relationships 
to the stories and with God, and each other. 
 
This change means that we will be looking for a variety of volunteers ς but to 
help in much shorter time frames. Be on the look-out for the call for  
volunteers to help with the activities and prayerfully consider if you are able 
to help with these requests. One strength of this model of education is the 

opportunity for the children to engage with new and varied adults in the congregation.
