I was inspired to do this after watching one of our members parent her young son using the Fruit of the Spirit 
as a way to have conversation with him about his behavior. It has become a chance for good conversation 
with the children of Advent about what it means to be a disciple of Jesus ς what do we look / act like when 
God lives in our hearts? It has also become a time of self-reflection for me, as I consider what I am going to 
say to the kids. How in my life do I bear these fruit? Which is the most difficult for me, and why? How do I ask 
God to help me in my pursuit to bear good fruit?
