e pregnant women.

o Malaria is the seconteading cause of death from infectious diseases in Africa, after HIV and AIDS, and
the fifth-leading cause of death from infectious diseases worldwide (after respiratory infections, HIV
and AIDS, diarrheal diseases, and tuberculosis).

The ELCA Malaria Campaign is seeking to address malaria in underserved
areas. To educate people about preventive techniques and the symptoms of
malaria.
