actually more familiar with the arches in your feet, rather than architectural

THE search in recent months I've learned that arches are:

if:% ASSOCIATE . designed to share the load along its structure,
PASTOR - designed with a center stone - a capstone - to which all other stones
push, and

as the picture shows, they are often used as passageways, singly or in
succession. (Think of the St. Louis arch and how it represents the gateway
to the west).

So, what's with the thinking about arches? I'm glad you asked. ARCH is the acronym for our evangelism
focus. As you may know, the church council has had evangelism on the front burner for almost a year, and
we have settled on ARCH as our plan. That's probably clear as mud, so hopefully this will help:

Advent

Reaching Out

Caring Community

Hospitality

The planis to break "evangelism" into three component parts, with ministry teams addressing each part:
reaching out to those outside the congregation, in the neighborhood and globally, as well as to mem-
bers and friends who we haven't seen in a while; being a caring community for our members, friends
and those in need; and providing a hospitable environment for ourselves, the community groups that are
here every week and visitors. Obviously, there is some cross over from area to area, so we have an
administrative ministry team that is keeping an eye on the big picture and providing pastoral, adminis-
trative and clerical support. The "capstone” of our ARCH is Jesus, and all that we do will be centered on
Christ and will point to him. We anticipate the work of the ministry teams will help to build up the ministry
of Advent, to provide passageways for members, friends and visitors to enter into the life of Advent and
deepen their relationship with Christ and their understanding of discipleship. Each ministry team will
begin meeting soon, praying, talking, listening, asking questions, dreaming, imagining and planning.

Do you feel passionate about one of these areas? Do you know someone who you think would be a
great fit for one of these ministry teams? Please let me, Cary Caulfield, Pastor Olsen or Erick Ammons
know. We're putting the ministry teams together and soon after they begin their work plans, projects and
events will start rolling out and we'll be recruiting more

people to help.

Right now, you can all pray for this process, for the
ministry teams and for the leadership of the congrega-
tion that we may all be listening for what God is up to in
this place and in this time and that we respond to God's
call on our lives and on our congregation. Secondly, you
can give us names - yours or someone else's. And keep
your eyes open for what is coming! | am excited for
ARCH and the fruits that it will bear at Advent, in Citrus
Heights and in the world.

BISHOP HANSON'S EASTER MESSAGE

“Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified ... has been raised” (Mark 16:6)

When Mary Magdalene, Mary and Salome came to the tomb, their hopes and fears intersected.
They wondered aloud about the impossibly large and heavy stone that presented an obstacle to
theirimmediate plans. Worse, what they thought lay behind the stone was unspeakably devastat-
ing. Jesus, who embodied the hope of God’s promise in a fully human life, was not simply dead, but
crucified -- executed in the most extreme humiliation, a savage mockery of the hope that had lived
with him.

But the stone was gone, the grave empty. Where they had expected to hear the silence of death’s
mockery, they were met by an astonishing message that the crucified one was raised from the dead,
that their hope was victorious over humiliation, and that Jesus lives and is leading the way into an
unexpected, surprising future with God.

Jesus lives and resurrection hope beckons. Jesus’ resurrection on the third day signals that God is
not finished until the life of Jesus renews the whole creation. Sinners once haunted by the threats
of judgment will live forgiven, restored, renewed and freed. All lives broken by sin’s injustices

and haunted by death’s terrors will be transformed by joy and transfigured into the new creation

in Christ.

You and | are withesses of this new creation. You have been baptized into Jesus’ death and resur-
rection and have heard his promise. Your lives are hidden in his and he feeds you with a foretaste
of the eternal feast of joy. He will meet you in your hope. He claims your daily work and makes it
into a holy calling. He lives in you and sends you into the world as an ambassador of reconciliation,
a testimony of God’s incomparable love. Jesus lives! Your life in him is resurrection witness.
