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THE The Book of Faith - the name of the initiative from the ELCA aimed to get

Lutherans to re-engage the Bible - has taken some flak recently. I've heard

if:% ASSOCIATE people say that it's a no-brainer, do we really need an initiative from the na-
PASTOR tional church body to tell us that we should be reading the Bible?

Well...to answer that question, maybe the best way is ask yourself when was
the last time that you picked up your Bible, opened it, and read it. When is the
last time that you read an Old Testament story, or read the Book of Acts, a part of a Gospel or a letter
written by Paul? We all think that reading the Bible is a no-brainer for a church, but do we actually do it?

This year in Christian Education, we are helping to make this happen. From the toddlers through the
adults, we are focusing on the Bible. Wednesday STEPS adult class is reading and discussing stories
from the Old Testament this fall. What do you know about Deborah, or about the floating ax head? Is
there an apple mentioned in the story of the fall, or a whale in the story of Jonah? Please join us as we
read and disuss these questions, and more. This will not be a lecture series, but an opportunity to read
the stories and discuss - we'll all bring our own experiences and expertise to the table.

Sunday mornings have begin with a lecture series on DVD by a seminary New Testament from Trinity
Seminary. Dr. Mark Allen Powell engages the question "How do Lutherans interpret the Bible?"...and
he is an accessible, knowledgeable and entertaining speaker. After that, | will lead a series on devo-
tional practices - we'll engage with scripture, the sacraments, and hymns as we discuss how we can
deepen our personal relationship with God. Please join us in the sanctuary at 9:30 am as we, together,
discuss how we as Lutheran Christians engage scripture and God.
