if:% ASSOCIATE tors. Obviously, each pastor has responsibility for more than one congregation,
PASTOR so the pastors each serve a "parish" of congregations and congregants.

The Sierra Pacific synod has a relationship with the Lutheran Church of Rwanda.

Through global relationships such as this, ELCA synods, congregations and in-
dividuals have the opportunity to interact with Lutheran Christians in very different circumstances in very
different parts of the world.

Following the lead of our Sunday Church School, the council voted to enter into a sister parish relationship
with the Matimba Parish in northeast Rwanda. Matimba Parish is served by Pastor Ruhinda Theonest. He
was ordained in Tanzania in 1996, and returned with his parishioners to Rwanda when the refugee camps
in Tanzania were closed. Pastor Ruhinda is married with three children and holds a degree in theology.

What does this mean for Advent? First and foremost, it means that we pray for the people of Matimba
Parish during Sunday School Opening and at Worship. They will pray for us. The Sunday School Offering
will be for the Matimba Parish. Our church Council approved supporting our children’s efforts through a
monetary commitment to support the work of the parish with an offering of $125 a month. Other options for
relationship are almost endless - picture exchanges, craft exchanges, sponsorship of school children, visit-
ing Rwanda in person, pen pals between the children and youth...itis only limited by our imagination.

Soon, we will be in contact with Pastor Ruhinda via email, to introduce ourselves and to begin this exciting
relationship. We will want to respond to what the needs of the parish are, so as these opportunities arise,
we'll keep you informed. Expect to hear Matimba Parish in our regular prayers of intercession in worship,
and more about the ministry there as we get the information.

| am very excited about what this relationship will mean for Advent and for all of us. Itis a wonderful opportu-
nity for each of us to see beyond ourselves and to be in contact with Lutheran Christians half way around the
globe. Keep your eyes open for information and include Matimba Parish in your prayers.
