We encourage anyone with 
an interest in our youth program to consider participating on this Committee by getting in touch with Pastor Katy or any 
Council member. 
 

3.  Calendar of Events:  We are in the process of preparing a calendar of events for the year (September 2010 to August 2011) 
for distribution at Rally Day (September 12, 2010).  This will give the members an overview of the special events planned for 
Advent for this upcoming year.  Any Committee chair who has not yet done so is urged to get in touch with Beth Mora with
